NEW COURSES AND PROGRAMME APPROVAL TIMESCALES

The timescales illustrated below are for programmes and courses that start in September, some
programmes and courses will start in January and timescales should be adjusted accordingly.

Postgraduate research programmes should adhere to postgraduate taught programme timescales
wherever possible.

New Course Approval Timescales
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By the end of March for the following session unless in exceptional circumstances and providing that students are able to take the
course (e.g. the course can be resourced, timetabled and students are able to sign up), in which case prior to the Semester in which
they are to run.

Undergraduate — New Programme Approval Timescales
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Year 3 Students start programme LE

Postgraduate Taught — New Programme Approval Timescales

+ In principle, if the programme is not to be included in the Print School Brochures, Schools could approve new programmes later than
this (eg as late as July for programmes opening for applications in October). However, in practice, this is rarely advisable since it leaves
little time for recruitment.
